Where are we headed?�
s I write news that the super casino is going to the city of Manchester is the headline 
along with the announcement of many other smaller casinos. Gambling is increasingly 
big business and the government seems intent on encouraging it in spite of the harmful 

effects that it can have on people's lives. As William Temple a former Archbishop of 
Canterbury wrote, “Gambling challenges that view of life which the Christian Church exists to 
uphold and extend. Its glorification of mere chance is a denial of the divine order of nature. To 
risk money haphazardly is to disregard the insistence of the Church in every age of living faith, 
that possessions are a trust, and that people must account to God for their use. The consistent 
appeal to covetousness is fundamentally opposed to the unselfishness which was taught by 
Jesus... The attempt to make profit out of the inevitable loss of others is the antithesis of that 
love of one’s neighbour on which our Lord insisted” . 

Looked at in this way to encourage more gambling is to go against what God has revealed. It 
suggests that some in authority have little concept of God and our dependence on him. In 
simple terms it is like a child saying that they know better than their parents and then 
complaining when they burn their fingers on a hot iron. In other areas of life those in authority 
appear to be saying that they know what is right for us even when it goes against the 
consciences of those who believe that God is our final authority and it is to him that we are 
answerable. Paul in Romans 13 encourages us to be law abiding because all authority 
ultimately derives from God. Elsewhere the apostles recognise that sometimes those in 
authority can overstep the mark. When challenged not to teach in the name of Jesus Peter and 
the apostles answered "We must obey God rather than man." Acts 5:29. 

We are in dangerous waters if the state can determine what is r ight and wrong especially 
if that goes against what God has universally revealed. The fact that at the present time 
Greenwich is not to have a super  casino is no consolation for  the secular  attitude which 
appears to manifest itself in the desire to make gambling as acceptable as playing football 
or  shopping at the local supermarket`. 
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As part of our 50th celebration we're holding an international evening on Saturday 17th 
February at 7pm. Many members of our congregation have international connections: they've 
family abroad, have lived abroad or have roots abroad. Countries we already know about 
include Canada, Denmark, India, Malaysia, Nigeria, Norway and Uganda. A small committee 
has already identified some activities and food for the evening but we'd love to have other 
offers.

Along with the need for food and 
clothing, employment and security is a deeper spiritual need. As we continue to celebrate God's 
faithfulness let us not lose sight of the call from God to reach others with the good news of 
God's love uniquely revealed in Jesus.

Greenwich Youth for Christ was established in 1995. Its initial work focussed on supporting 
local church youth work through volunteers from the national YFC Operation Gideon scheme. 
This team also engaged in schools work – primarily RE lessons, and staging events for young 
people. All Saints has benefited from having GYFC volunteers helping with Club711 in recent 
years. 

In 1997 GYFC was awarded a grant from the Church Urban Fund, to begin youth work on the 
Ferrier Estate. Today GYFC run a wide ranging programme of activities out of this centre, it is 
equipped with computers, art and craft equipment and table football. They currently run an 
after school club for school age children and an open drop in session which engages with many 
of the at risk young people on the estate. They are now using the centre for a Violence 
Intervention project providing counselling and family therapy and parenting courses. They are 
in the process of refurbishing the drop in to meet the increased needs of the projects, at a time 
when many of the local businesses and amenities on the estate are closing or falling into 
disrepair. 

As our Lent Project for this year we are seeking to support the refurbishment of the centre. If 
you wish to contribute, envelopes will be available during Lent at the back of church. Please 
put the envelopes in the plate on Sundays and remember Greenwich Youth for Christ's work on 
the estate and their wider work in Greenwich in your prayers.  
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Chatterbox Lunch Club is a friendly centre based at Trinity Church Centre at the top of Burrage 
Road. It is open to older people from Monday to Thursday 10.30am - 12pm and is run by a 
team of volunteers. It offers a friendly service, provides a good lunch and the opportunity to 
meet new people.
